Collaborative Medical Research Corporation
Established on June 5, 1991, the Collaborative Medical Research Corporation (CMRC), is a nonprofit corporation that was created to support the research and educational activities of the staff at the White River Junction Department of Veterans’ Affairs Medical Center. 

The CMRC’s main focus is to administer funds for projects that have been approved by the VA Research and Development Committee, its sub-committees, and the Dartmouth Human Studies committee (IRB). Funding sources from other non-profits, voluntary agencies, private proprietary (e.g. drug) companies, and general donations supporting research can be administered by the CMRC. The CMRC, however, does not administer VA appropriated funding or accept funds for personal gains and/or accomplishments. The CMRC uses approved funds to purchase supplies and equipment, to pay salaries, to support travel where scientific data and/or research information is exchanged, and to pay for any other research related activity necessary to promote and support research and educational activities.

The CMRC is overseen by a Board of Directors, which sets policy that is administered on a day-to-day basis an Executive Director and staff.
